CONFERENCE THEME

Education and multicultural understanding

The conference papers and discussions will be organised around the following sub-themes and should focus on philosophical issues related to education:

· Philosophical conversations across borders

· Philosophy of education: East and West

· Islam and western culture

· Learning and understanding

· Philosophical issues in comparative education

· Education: local, national, global

Programme  Format:

In addition to daily plenary sessions, one of which will be the first McLaughlin lecture in memory of Professor Terry McLaughlin, late INPE Chair, there will be four types of sessions for which contributions are solicited: 

1. Concurrent Paper Sessions
These will be organised around philosophical papers on one or another of the conference themes. Each session will allow sufficient time for discussion of a paper of up to 5000-6000 words in length. Papers will be included in the conference proceedings which will be available at the conference itself. Abstracts of papers will be circu​lated prior to the conference. Submissions for concurrent paper sessions should include the full paper and a 500-word abstract.
2. Workshops
The purpose of the workshop sessions is to allow par​ticipants to present short (1000 - 2000 words) papers outlining “work in progress”. Participants wishing to present workshops are asked to submit abstracts of their intended presentations of between 100 - 300 words, to be included in the proceedings. 
3. Round tables/symposia
Submissions may include proposals for round tables/symposia in which three or four participants will present related papers around a shared topic. Submissions should designate the symposium topic, the names of the participants and an outline of 100-200 words on the proposed contributions around a common theme.
4. Working Paper Sessions

Those who wish to present work in its early stages may submit a brief outline comprising a key question and an indication of a direction and mode of analysis. Proposals for working paper sessions will be grouped by topic or approach, for short presentation and informal discussion, and will be listed as such on the conference programme. Submissions for working paper sessions should be in the form of a 500-word abstract.
Those presenting workshops and working papers should bring copies of the paper to the conference for distribution. 
General  Information
A selection of the papers presented in the concurrent sessions will be considered for publication in a special issue of the INPE Journal, Studies in Philosophy and Education.
Submissions should not include papers that have been published previously, presented at other conferences, or that are scheduled for other upcoming conferences.

Papers and workshop proposals will be reviewed by the Conference Programme Committee.
